Early voting begins
Feb. 11 for city election

Scottsdale Chamber I
Board of Directors
OKs ballot measures

The Scottsdale Area Chamber of Com-
merce’s board of directors voted last week
to support the five ballot propositions (Prop-
ositions 100-104) referred by the City Coun-
cil in the first wave of City Charter Amend-
ments to appear before the voters.

In a separate and earlier action, the
chamber board voted to offer support for
Proposition 200, the increase in city bed tax-
es charged through Scottsdale’s hotels and
resorts from 3 percent to 5 percent.

“The City Charter amendments, all per-
taining to elections, are important reforms
or clarifications to our election process,” said
Rick Kidder, chamber president and CEO.

Mr. Kidder said only votes will be counted
in Scottsdale city elections “instead of the
confusing system of assuming that those
who submit a ballot without having made a
choice for one or more city offices did so as
an expression of intent.”

“A vote cast is a vote cast, and a choice
made by a citizen of one candidate over an-
other,” Mr. Kidder continued.

Proposition 200, the increase in the city’s
bed tax, places the city’s check-out rate still
below the national average and provides a
new source of revenue to help market the
city to attract more visitors.

It also provides additional funds to the
city to support tourism-related programs
and infrastructure.”

The Scottsdale Area Chamber Board of
Directors plans to review for support or op-
position all additional proposed City Charter
amendments — first through its committee
structure and then by the board itself in ad-
vance of the November elections.
